Keeping your child healthy is very important to us. That’s why we are offering [no-cost] flu vaccines  on [Date and Time] at [Location].  

Each year, as many as 1 in 5 people in the U.S. get the flu and school-aged children are up to 4 times more likely to be infected than adults.  The flu can be especially serious for young children and anyone with health issues like diabetes or asthma.  Even healthy children can get sick from the flu and miss school.  
Since the flu can be very serious for children and can spread easily, it is important that they receive a flu vaccine every year. Flu vaccines are safe, effective and the best way to prevent the flu. 
The flu vaccine protects against the types of flu that are the most likely to spread. This flu season, the vaccine protects against the same types of flu that were common last season.  Even if your child got a flu vaccination last season, a flu vaccination is needed again this year.  Last season’s vaccine may not protect them because the vaccine wears off over time. If your child has an egg allergy, he/she may be eligible for vaccination.  Ask your child’s doctor if he or she can get vaccinated. 
If you would like your child to get vaccinated at our school clinic, please:

· Review the enclosed informational materials including the Vaccine Information Statements.
· Sign and return the enclosed immunization screening and consent form(s) to [Contact Name and Address] by [Date].

Children can also bring the flu home to family members, including young infants, who could develop serious complications.  That’s why it’s also important that you, and other family members get vaccinated.
